Abstract

Sport diplomacy is a new phenomenon that seeks to increase dialogue to
open new perspectives and to help to understand the culture of the people
around the world. This qualitative study used Grounded Theory and defined
different aspects of sport diplomacy phenomenon. The study population
consisted of experts and managers in the field of theory and practice and
sample was selected by non-randomized, purposive and often snowball
sampling methods. After review of the related literature, 18 in-depth
interviews were analyzed and coded simultaneously. The results of open,
axial and selective coding identified 165 open sources, 14 categories and 60
concepts. Categories were assigned to causal conditions, grounded
conditions, intervening conditions, action/ interaction strategies and
consequences based on Strauss and Corbin paradigm. The results suggested
that program orientation and knowledge of sport diplomacy cover major
implications in the development of political sociology, foreign policy and
international sport.
