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Introduction: In the fast-paced global process, media and communication
technologies have progressed at an unimaginable speed and have brought all levels
of human activities under their control. Based on this the aim of current research
was identification of the roles of the media on development of sports with the meta
synthesis method.

Methods: In this study the researchers analyzed the results and findings of
previous studies by applying the systematic and meta-senthesis method and
performing the seven steps of the Sandusky and Rousseau method a conceptual
model of the role of the media on the development of sports has been presented.
The statistical population was all the studies conducted in the period from 2002 to
2020; in this regard, 196 articles were evaluated in the desired field and finally 45
articles were selected purposefully.

Results: Using content analysis and based on three-stage coding, a total of 138
codes, 28 concepts and 9 key categories were identified and their validity was
confirmed through Kaufman's Kappa test.

Conclusion: Data analysis showed that the categories of social belonging,
interactivity, innovation and development, dynamic public relations,
institutionalization of sports, highlighting of sports, development of information
society, media information and education, and entertainment and advertising have
roles on development of sports.
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Introduction

Today is "the era of communication and the era of dominance
of the media phenomenon™ on human life. Medium, as a set
of structures, texts, and practices, has grown in scope and
importance in presenting the world to human subjects in
various areas beyond physical and sensory experience. The
influence of new medium is widespread and global. This is
the effect that is referred to as globalization or the global
village. Today, the medium is considered as one of the most
powerful tools for shaping and directing the beliefs, attitudes
and thoughts of society, as well as providing a platform for
social and economic communication in the field of sports,
which is increasingly used by sports organizations for
communication with consumers. According to the above-
mentioned reasons, the current research sought to identify the
roles of media on development of sports. Therefore, this
study was based on the main question "What is the role of the
media on development of sports?"”

Methods

In this research, qualitative meta-synthesis method was used,
which is a deliberate and consistent approach for analyzing
data in qualitative studies. This method w a process that
enables researchers to identify a specific research question
and then search, select, evaluate, summarize and synthesize
qualitative evidence to answer it. This process uses rigorous
qualitative methods to combine existing qualitative studies to
form a deeper understanding through an interpretive process.
The purpose of this research was to identify the role of the
media on development of sports in order to obtain a
comprehensive composition of this subject based on the
findings of foreign articles. Considering that the method of
Sandelowski and Barroso is one of the most prominent and
up-to-date methods for conducting meta synthesis research,
therefore, this seven-step method has been used in this
research.

Results

Every research is done with the aim of achieving results to
increase awareness and help to make a decision about a
specific issue, and the value of this research depends on the
amount of help it gives to the researcher or the decision
maker in this regard. According to the present research, the
results obtained showed the effects of this research in the
fields of modernization and development, institutionalization
of sports, interactivity, social belonging, emphasizing sports,
dynamic public relations, development of information
society, informing and teaching media literacy and
entertainment and advertising.

Conclusion
The current study had also some limitations; among the
limitations of this research was the analysis of information
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based on the study of a set of 45 articles that were
purposefully selected, while there were other articles that
were included in this study. Another limitation was that the
results of this research were done only through the study of
research related literature and may have limitations compared
to combined studies. Among the most important limitations
of the research is the lack of weighting to the categories and
themes of this research. This means that these categories may
not necessarily have the same importance for different sports
strategies and activities. This research can provide a valuable
background for conducting future research in this field,
conducting multi-level studies to identify the effective roles
of the media on the cultural, economic and scientific
development of sports at different levels of analysis,
conducting comparative studies on the impact of the role of
the media. Traditional and modern in the sports industry and
prioritizing the categories in the research using the Delphi
method or hierarchical analysis and finally drawing a
comprehensive evaluation map of media performance in the
sports industry can be among the suggestions for future
research.
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
