Investigating the Intangible Values of Football in the Community and the
Willingness to Pay to Host Valid Sporting Events with a Contingent Valuation

Introduction: The purpose of this study was to investigate the intangible values of
football in the community and the willingness to pay to host valid sporting events
with a contingent valuation method.

Methods: The research method is descriptive correlation and is of the categories of
the applied research. The statistical population of the study included all people in
the northern provinces of Iran. The sampling method was clustering and stratified
and the required information was collected by simple random sampling. The urban
centers of three provinces of Tehran, Golestan, Guilan and a total of 1155 people
were selected as a research sample. To collect information, Vicker et al (2016)
willingness to pay questionnaire, which has 15 questions and measures 12 intangible
components of exercise, was used. In order to analyze the data, inferential statistical
methods such as logistic regression and diagnostic logistic regression were used to
predict the variables.

Results: The findings showed that, in general, %49 of the population were willing
to pay 69.245 tomans. The variables of credit, sense of stadium and sports facilities,
satisfaction, success, motivation for a healthy lifestyle, honor, fame, have the most
and the strongest significant relationship with predicting the willingness to pay.

Conclusion: Relevant officials can support the improvement of the effects of sports
development in the community by using appropriate facilities and equipment and
providing conditions for hosting prestigious sports events.
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Introduction

Sports events provide many experiences for people and may
attract local people and players such as common motivations,
fun and homesickness, rest and recreation, escape from daily
work, entertainment opportunities, interaction with others,
learning. provide observation and participation (Andam et al,
2012). Sports is one of the important cultural-social
dimensions of every society, which is considered as a public
good and can be available to all people in the society.
Samuelsen defines a public good as follows: A public good is
a good that everyone collectively benefits from, so that each
person's consumption of such a good does not cause a decrease
in the consumption of others (Johnson, Mondela and
Whitehead, 2007). Gratton and Tyler believe that success in
international sports events is a pure aspect of sports as a public
good, which not only increases morale, but also causes more
participation of young people in sports activities. To estimate
the value of public goods, the probability assessment method
is used. Contingent valuation method is used as one of the
standard methods for valuing intangible goods and
determining the level of support and willingness to pay for
them (Bekkenbil and Dilger, 2015). Willem et al. (2019)
conducted a study on willingness to pay for hosting a major
international event before and after the event. Broad et al.
(2018) conducted a study entitled the probable value of the
success of winning a medal in the Olympic Games. The results
of the research showed that the success of winning a medal in
the Olympic Games for the British people creates a sense of
pride, motivation, satisfaction, interest and fame for the British
people, and these variables have influenced the willingness of
people to pay to support sports. What kind of intangible effects
does the hosting of football sports events have on the people
of the society and to what extent are the people of the society
willing to support the hosting of the events for these intangible
achievements; It can encourage the sports officials of the
country to have a more special view towards hosting
prestigious sports events in the country and to work more on
its development and progress in accordance with the level of
interest and support of the people of the society and the field
of hosting sports events, especially in the National Cup. to
provide Asia. As a result, the purpose of the research is to find
out what are the intangible values of hosting football sports
events for the general public and how is its relationship with
the willingness of the community to pay for hosting these
events?

Methods

Descriptive research method is correlation. The statistical
population of the research includes all strata of people in the
northern provinces of the country, which were clustered and
stratified in the urban centers of the three provinces of Tehran,
Golestan, Gilan, and a total of 1155 people were selected as a
research sample. In order to collect information, the
Willingness to Pay Questionnaire of Vicker et al. (2016),
which has 15 questions and measures 12 intangible
components of sports, was used. In order to analyze the data,
inferential statistical methods such as logistic regression and
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diagnostic logistic regression have been used to predict the
variables using Spss and evios software.

Results

The findings of the research showed that, in general, 49% of
the people in the community were willing to pay 245.69
Tomans. The credibility variables, the sense of having a gym
and sports facilities, satisfaction, success, motivation to have a
healthy lifestyle, honor, fame, have the highest and strongest
significant relationship with the prediction of willingness to
pay. More men than women, people with doctorate and
master's degrees, age groups under 25 years and 26-35 years,
income groups 2-4 million and 6 million and above, tended to
pay more to host prestigious events.

Conclusion

In general, from the total findings of the research, it can be
concluded that 49% of the people of the society had the desire
to pay for hosting prestigious sports events in the field of
football, because they believe that hosting these sports events
can have many intangible effects such as prestige, happiness,
and honor. , to bring motivation, interest, etc. to them, which
is very valuable for them and they welcome it. Based on this,
it is suggested that football development programs and the
hosting of prestigious sports events in the field of football
should be evaluated according to the level of citizens'
willingness to pay and from an economic point of view. The
sports authorities of the country can create the full and all-
round support of the people of the society for the sport of
football by using the appropriate facilities and equipment for
the development of football sports in the country and by
providing the conditions to host prestigious sports events. On
the other hand, the relevant authorities can help the process of
doing this important work by fully supporting the hosting of
prestigious football sports events in terms of finance,
technology, facilities, equipment, etc. Sports practitioners and
managers, aware of the importance of hosting prestigious
sports events, should manage their expenses in the field of
sports and for various competitions, according to the
willingness of the people to pay and the national right, and
policy makers in order to increase the sports participation of
people in the society. Help the football field. Finally, this study
should be considered to improve the infrastructure related to
football and also to host prestigious international
competitions.
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
